Podnosioci prijava moraju imati validan organski sertifi-
kat, ili se nalaziti u statusu konverzije ili su podneli prijavu
za sertifikaciju nekoj od ovlas¢enih kontrolnih organizaci-
ja (sertifikacionoj kuci).

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The Scaling-Up Organic
Fund (SUOF)

The Scaling-Up Organic Fund is part of the Organic
Trade 4 Development Program (OT4D), which is funded
by the State Secretariat for Economic Affairs (SECO) and
managed by IFOAM-Organics International, together
with the consortium Helvetas-FiBL and with the support
of the local implementing partners.

The SUOF is an internal project funding scheme designed
to co-finance relevant, impact-enhancing, activities with
the potential to generate significant added value to the
program’s objectives and into the local organic markets.
It is designed to support existing organic initiatives in the
local organic markets in Serbia.

The available funds will be allocated to existing busi-
nesses that submit proposals with the best outcomes for
the sustainable development of the local organic sector in
Serbia with a focus on the following bottlenecks:

e Access to the local market,

e Value chain(s) development,

e Service provision (organic inputs, technical assis-
tance, etc),

It is expected that the activities supported will generate
different types of innovations to stimulate market and
sector development, directly addressing the above-men-
tioned bottlenecks. The applicants shall present proposals
addressing one or more of the following categories.

Commercial innovations - product and label develop-

ment, the establishment of new sales points or sales

schemes, the development of PR or marketing materi-
als and websites.

e Technical innovations - improvements to produc-
tion and/or processing, packaging, specific processing
equipment, the definition of new production stan-
dards, or specialized services to ensure and enhance
product quality etc.

e Institutional innovations — the development of new

business partnerships, stakeholder and networking

partnerships, the institutionalization of stakeholder
training, the development of stakeholder platforms,
markets and fairs, conferences etc.

SUOF contributions of 5,000 and 10,000 CHF are available
to the following type of beneficiaries:

e Small and medium-sized enterprises or farmer’s
groups (legally established associations and coopera-
tives) engaged in the organic value chains and regis-
tered in Serbia.

e Applicants must be either certified organic, in conver-
sion to organic or have submitted their application
for certification with a control body operating in their
country of operation.

e The applicants must commit to follow IFOAM-Organ-
ics International’s organic principles of health, ecol-
ogy, care and fairness.

Applicants can submit more than one application, but
only one application will be awarded per applicant.

Supported projects will be selected at the end of September.

(The Organic Leadership Course - OLC - Srbija), uspesno je
realizovana u Novom Sadu od 13 - 17. juna 2022. godine, u
organizaciji Serbia Organike i medunarodnog udruzenjem
za organsku poljoprivredu — IFOAM u okviru projekata Or-
ganic Trade for Development (Kroz trgovinu organskim
proizvodima do razvitka u istocnoj Evropi — OT4D).

Zavrsnoj sesiji kursa prethodila je sesija koja je odrzana u
Beogradu 28.10-3.11.2021. godine, kao i 9 vebinara, a kurs
je ukljucio i posete organskim gazdinstvima i Institutu za
ratarstvo i povrtarstvo u Novom Sadu.

Kurs je bio namenjen svim organizacijama u organskom

The final session of the Organic Leadership Course in Ser-
bia - OLC was successfully held in Novi Sad from 13-17
June 2022 by IFOAM Organic International and Serbia Or-
ganica within the project Organic Trade for Development.

The final session of the course was preceded by a session
held in Belgrade on October 28 - November 3. 2021, as well
as 9 webinars, and the course also included visits to orga-
nic farms and the Institute for Crop and Vegetable Farming
in Novi Sad.

The visits and the ceremonial awarding of certificates took
place in Cenej, where the group was accompanied by the
member of the City Council for the Economy of the Mu-
nicipality of Novi Sad, Milorad Radojevi¢, Sasa Bilinovi¢
and Ivanka Cubrilo from the City Administration for the
Economy of the Municipality of Novi Sad, who presented
support measured for development of organic production
in the city of Novi Sad and which represents the best ex-
ample of support for organic producers in Serbia.

All organizations in the organic sector were invited to
participate as well as individuals who recognize organic
production as a factor in the development of food pro-

duction systems, rural areas but also the conservation of
natural resources. Twenty participants from Serbia were
selected to participate in the Organic Leadership Course
in Serbia (OLC - Serbia), representing participants from
various fields of the organic production sector - producers,
processors, companies, authorized control organizations,
associations, media, cooperatives, Chamber of Commerce
of Serbia, educational and scientific institutions and 14
participants graduated, who were thus recognized as new
leaders in the development of organic production in Serbia.

Through a Plan of development in relation to their scope
of work, presentation and cooperation with media, partici-
pants learned to lobby and advocate, communicate with
media and audience to achieve and realize their own ideas.

With 50 years of experience supporting the organic sec-
tor, IFOAM - Organics International has built a worldwide
network of experts in the field of legislation and standards,
through advocacy and capacity development, and it was
organized for the first time in Serbia.

sha” from Belgrade, “Agro- Bis”, from Blac and “Frutorg”
from Prokuplje offered organic fresh, dried, lyophilized
and frozen fruits and vegetables, dried mushrooms, cere-
als, oilseeds, pasta, flour, jams, and fruit spreads.

Round table on the organic production sector

As part of the diverse conference part that accompanies
this fair, a round table was held, which was organized and
supported by the Organic Trade 4 Development in Eastern
Europe program (OT4D) supported by the Swiss State Sec-
retariat for Economic Affairs (SECO) and implemented by
IFOAM - Organics International (International Federation
of Organic Agriculture Movements) in collaboration with
the consortium Helvetas (Swiss Agency for International
Cooperation) and FiBL (Swiss Research Institute of Organ-
ic Agriculture). National Association for the development
of organic production Serbia Organica is a partner in the
implementation of activities in Serbia.

At the round table, Jelena Mili¢, Head of the Organic Pro-
duction Group of the Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and
Water Management, presented the overview and trends in
the organic production sector in Serbia. In particular, she
emphasized the continuous growth of areas under organic
production, the development of livestock organic produc-
tion, the increase in the number of producers involved in
organic production, the increase in the value of exports in
2021 by 57.4% compared to 2020, exceptional measures to
support organic production by the line ministry, as well as
continuous activities on the harmonization of the legisla-
tive framework in organic production in accordance with
the regulations of the European Union.

The organization and co-
ordination of this platform is part of the Organic Trade
for Development in Eastern Europe (OT4D) project, sup-
ported by the Swiss State Secretariat for Economic Affairs
(SECQ), and implemented by IFOAM (International Asso-
ciation for Organic Production), Helvetas (Swiss Agency
for International Cooperation) and FiBL (Swiss Research
Institute for Organic Agriculture), and is implemented in
Serbia, Albania and Ukraine, and is coordinated in Ser-
bia by the National Association Serbia Organica.

This platform actually represents a group of interested
actors in Serbia that brings together and unites a com-
mon goal - increasing exports, joint representation of the
group's interests, cooperation and a better and faster flow
of information of importance to members, as well as other
activities of importance to the group. The first meeting was
already held in February and its goal was to bring together
domestic companies, associations, donors, representatives
of the ministry and all actors in the organic sector whose
primary activity is export or are involved in it in some way.
On that occasion, it was agreed that a second meeting will
be organized with the first members - initiators of the plat-
form interested in the work and goals of this initiative.

In accordance with the agreement, a second meeting was
organized in June with the aim of informing members
about: a) project activities, b) platform concept, c) the
most important platform activities and next steps, and d)
platform work coordination.

On this occasion, through group work, the participants
themselves set and defined a) the most important activi-
ties of the platform, b) the first steps to make the platform
successful and c) its future name.

The next meeting is planned for September, and it is im-
portant to note that the platform is open and all interested
actors in the sector are welcome to join the network. Ma-
terials from previous meetings are also available to any-
one who wants to get involved in the future work of the
platform.

Training on “Process facil-
itation and meeting mod-
eration” held in Belgrade

An important aspect of any event and meeting is its or-
ganization and implementation in order to manage it
successfully and to achieve set goals. Skills and knowl-
edge required for facilitation and moderation are equal-
ly needed for educators, trainers and at last to all of us
in our everyday life and work.

The two-day training "Process of facilitation and modera-
tion of meetings and events" was held on June 28 and 29
in Belgrade.The lecturer was Mr. Thomas Burnett from
the FiBL Institute, a consultant for the development of
marketing and value chains, who showed the attendees
through practical examples and personal long-term work
experience what are the most important aspects of the or-
ganization and implementation of events.

The goal of the training was for the attendees to become
familiar with the principles of a good facilitation and mod-
eration process, to become familiar with the tools that
can help in the work and how they can be used, to learn
tricks and ideas on how to effectively moderate a group
discussion, to confidently perform at work and motivate
all participants at events, as well as manage stressful and
difficult situations at work.

The training material was distributed to the participants
and recommendations were given for materials that can
help them be more successful in their work.

Organic production
contributes to increasing
the climate neutrality
of agriculture

In order to promote organic production and practices
that mitigate the harmful effects of agriculture on cli-
mate change, as well as measures to adapt agriculture
to these changes in Serbia, the Institute of Soil Science,
Belgrade, in cooperation with Serbia Organica and the
Institute of Agricultural Economics (IAE) is implement-
ing the project “The development of innovative methods
of organic plant production in order to increase the cli-
mate neutrality of agriculture” financed by the Ministry
of Agriculture, Forestry and Water Management of the
Republic of Serbia.

In order to achieve the set goals, two organic farms were
selected to serve as demo carbon farms. One farm is “Sre-
tenovica water mill” in central Serbia and the other is in
Ljutovo in Vojvodina.

The first workshop with findings was organized on the
“Sretenovica water mill” farm, on June 2 in St. Mark’s Church

near Lajkovac. The farm produces cereals: maize, spelt,
buckwheat, barley, rye, oat, and flours made of those ce-
reals. The second workshop was held on June 6 on farm
Mamuzi¢ in Ljutovo near Subotica in Vojvodina.

On that occasion, the first scientific results that actually
represent the current state of organic matter in the soil
were presented, as well as the results of established prac-
tices for reducing GHG emissions and innovative methods
that stimulate carbon sequestration in the soil.

The establishment of carbon farms provides new resourc-
es for the implementation of research and education,
which have not existed in the Republic of Serbia so far.
The planned analytical monitoring methods, as well as the
new technologies that will be introduced, are yet insuf-
ficiently researched and practiced in Serbia, so they can
serve as a model. Applied research and methods to achieve
greater climate neutrality of agriculture, as well as meth-
ods of knowledge transfer, can be a good starting point for
the development of advisory services. Primary producers
especially need objective and customized advisory servic-
es to facilitate decision-making on sustainable manage-
ment, but the public sector also needs them to implement
incentive policies.

Organic production at the planned sites has been applied
for many years, and according to the type of land and agro-
ecological conditions, they portray a representative sample
of crop production for the entire Republic of Serbia.

Poljoprivreda vise od ostalih privrednih delatnosti trpi od
klimatskih promena, ali ona isto tako i doprinosi klimats-
kim promenama, ispustanjem gasova sa efektom staklene
baste. Danasnja konvencionalna poljoprivreda obelezena
je kao neodrziv sistem proizvodnje hrane, neadaptiran na
klimatske promene. Sa druge strane organska proizvodnja
se kao celovit sistem upravljanja proizvodnjom hrane, ba-
zira na ekoloskoj praksi, visokom stepenu biodiverziteta i
ocuvanju prirodnih resursa. Narocito se istiCe racionalno
koriS¢enje: zemljista, voda i organske materije, primenom
postupaka koji za njih nisu Stetni. Tako organska biljna
proizvodnja treba da doprinese odrzavanju i povecanju
prirodne plodnosti zemljista, kao i spre¢avanju njegove
erozije. U tom smislu iskustva i metode organske proiz-
vodnje su dragocena, jer mogu da olaksaju ublazavanje
Stetnog uticaja poljoprivrede na klimatske promene gener-
alno, kao i na njeno adaptiranje na nove klimatske uslove.

Climate changes due to human activities, primarily by
increasing the concentration of greenhouse gases in the
atmosphere, can certainly be detected and quantified
today through measured changes in many elements of
the climate system. The consequences of these changes
are potentially so far-reaching and serious that all coun-
tries must contribute to efforts to stabilize our planet’s
climate.

Agriculture suffers from climate change more than oth-
er economic activities, but it also contributes to climate
change by emitting greenhouse gases. Today’s conven-
tional agriculture is marked as an unsustainable food pro-
duction system, unadapted to climate change. On the other
hand, organic production,as a comprehensive food produc-
tion management system, is based on ecological practices,
a high level of biodiversity and the preservation of natural
resources. In particular, the rational use of soil, water and
organic matter, using procedures that are not harmful to
them, stands out. Thus, organic plant production should
contribute to maintaining and increasing the natural fer-
tility of the soil, as well as preventing its erosion. In this
sense, the experiences and methods of organic production
are valuable, because they can facilitate the mitigation of
the harmful impact of agriculture on climate change in
general,as well as its adaptation to new climate conditions.

The publication is the result of the project “The devel-
opment of innovative methods of organic plant pro-
duction to increase the climate neutrality of agricul-
ture” financed by the Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry
and Water Management of the Republic of Serbia. It was
created by the joint work of the authors, associates of
the Soil Institute from Belgrade, the National Associa-
tion for the Development of Organic Production “Serbia
Organica” and the Institute for Agricultural Econom-
ics from Belgrade. We intended the monograph for a
wider field of the scientific and professional public: re-
searchers, students, doctoral students, agricultural advi-
sors, producers, ecologists, as well as interested citizens.

Preporuke o ishrani koje izdaju na-

putokaz potrosacima da Zive zdravo.
Nova studija, u kojoj su istraZivaci
iz FiBL Svajcarske (FiBL Switzer-
land) bili u velikoj meri ukljuceni,
dovodi u pitanje procene ovih pre-
poruka izazivajuci ih da ukljuce i
uticaj proizvodnje hrane na Zivotnu
sredinu, uz smernice da one treba
da vode rauna ne samo o zdravlju
ljudi, vec i planete.

Proizvodi zivotinjskog
porekla imaju kljucni uticaj
na zivotnu sredinu

Dok neke zemlje kao $to su Nemacka
i Svedska trenutno uzimaju u
obzir ekolosku odrzivost u svojim
nutricionistickim smernicama pre-
porukama za gradane, za ve¢inu naci-
ja preporuke za ishranu su kreirane
striktno u vezi ljudskog zdravlja i
ishrane. Studija objavljena 13. juna
u Casopisu Lancet Planetary Health,
istrazivala je situaciju u pet evrop-
skih zemalja - Bugarsku, Maltu,
Holandiju, Svedsku i Svajcarsku - sa
razlicitim geografijama i kulturnim
navikama. Istrazivac¢i su koristili
principe ciklicnih sistema proizvod-
nje hrane za procenu ekoloskih po-
sledica i nutritivnih doprinosa nacio-
nalnih smernica za ishranu. Otkrili
su da smanjenje preporucene kolic¢ine
proizvoda zivotinjskog porekla u
ishrani ima potencijal da sman-
ji emisije gasova staklene baste u
vecini slucajeva.

Potrebna je potpuna trans-
formacija sistema ishrane

Autori navode da je za ostvarivanje
punog pozitivnog uticaja na zivotnu

sredinu neophodna potpuna trans-
formacija sistema ishrane. Promene
ukljucuju znacajno smanjenje uku-
pnog broja zivotinja i Zzivotinjskih
proizvoda, ulaganje u rase stoke koje
su bolje prilagodene biljnoj ishrani sa
nizim troskovima proizvodnje, kao i
promenu koli¢ine mineralnih dubriva
i upotrebe stocne hrane. Prema au-
torima, ,samo doslednim transfor-
macijama sistema ishrane u ovom
pogledu mogu se posti¢i procenjena
poboljsanja zivotne sredine.”

Pored FiBL-a, u istrazivacki projekat
su bili ukljuceni Univerzitet Vagenin-
gen (Holandija), Cirih (Svajcarska)
i Kornel (SAD), a finansirali su ga
Svajcarska nacionalna fondacija za
nauku i Holandski istrazivacki savet.

Dietary guide-
lines need revi-
sion to account
for environmen-
tal impact, new
study shows

Dietary guidelines issued by nation-
al governments aim to set a road-
map for consumers to live healthy.
A new study, in which researchers
from FiBL Switzerland were greatly
involved, challenges national di-
etary guidelines assessments to in-
clude the environmental impact of
food production, with implications
for how dietary guidelines account
not just for the health of the human
population, but also for the planet.

Animal food products are
crucial for environmental
impacts

While some countries such as Germa-
ny and Sweden do currently account
for environmental sustainability in
their nutritional guidance to citizens,
for most nations, food-based di-
etary guidelines are designed strictly
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around human health and nutrition.
The study, published on 13 June in the
journal Lancet Planetary Health, ex-
plored five European countries — Bul-
garia, Malta, the Netherlands, Sweden
and Switzerland — with different ge-
ographies and cultural habits. The re-
searchers used the principles of circu-
lar food production systems to assess
the environmental consequences and
nutritional contributions of national
food-based dietary guidelines. They
found that reductions in the recom-
mended amount of animal products
in diets had the potential to reduce
greenhouse gas emissions in most
cases.

Additionally, the use of circularity
principles in agriculture would allow
for improved land use. The study
found that Sweden and the Nether-
lands could reduce greenhouse gas
emissions by 12% and 24% and reduce
land use by 22% and 24%, respectively.

“Only by consistent transformations
of food systems in this regard can the
estimated environmental improve-
ments be reached,” the study states.
Circular food production systems
are essential for food production in
smaller areas and with reduced envi-
ronmental impacts.

A full transformation of the
food system is needed

The authors suggest that for the full
environmental impact to be realized,
a full transformation of the food sys-
tem is necessary. The changes include
substantial reductions in total animal
numbers and animal products, invest-
ing in livestock breeds that are bet-
ter suited to low-opportunity-cost
biomass, and a shift in the amount of
mineral fertilizers and livestock feed
imports. According to the authors,

In addition to FiBL, the University of
Wageningen (Netherlands), Zurich
(Switzerland) and Cornell (USA) were
involved in the research project. It
was funded by the Swiss National Sci-
ence Foundation and the Dutch Re-
search Council.

Florence joins
Pesticide-Free
Town Network

“By joining the European Pesticide-
Free Cities Network we want to work
on raising awareness also in private
green areas in order to ban the use
of pesticides here too,” says Cecilia
del Re, Councilor for the Environ-
ment in Florence.

Together with Lisbon, Tallinn, Zagreb,
Bolzano and many more, the capital
of Tuscany decided to ban the use
of pesticides in public areas: sports
fields, playgrounds, gardens, pave-
ments and cemeteries are now free of
any pesticides.

Pesticide Free Towns

In 2009, the European Union estab-
lished the Sustainable Use Directive
on Pesticides (SUDP), which aims
to achieve sustainable use of pesti-
cides in the EU by reducing the risks
and impacts of pesticide use on hu-
man health and the environment.
Promoting the use of Integrated Pest
Management (IPM) and alternative
approaches or techniques, such as
non-chemical alternatives to pesti-
cides, are among those goals.

The movement of towns getting pes-
ticides free is growing: more and
more citizens are opposing to the use
of pesticides in the parks and streets
where they work, live and play.
